A square number is a number multiplied by itself. 1 x 1,2 x 2 and 3 x 3 all produce squares.

1x1=1 2X2=4 Ix3=9 4x4=16

These are the first 4 square numbers but there are many more. From the multiplication
table, you can see the square numbers are shown in red along the diagonal line.
